1.  Appositives – nouns or noun phrases which gives additional information about the nouns that precede them in the sentence
2.  The function (job) of an appositive is to…


a. Add related information about the noun it follows.


Example:  The girl in the red dress is Chelsey, our
 best actress.


b. Identify the noun that it follows.


Example:  My friend, Matt Walker, collects lost
 hubcaps.


c. Give a definition or an example of the noun it follows.



Example:  The Pomeranian, a tiny dog, jumped 
on me.

3.  Appositives…

*Must follow a noun.

*Can appear anywhere in a sentence except the very beginning.

*Are punctuated with commas.

*Never contain the subject or verb.

*Can be removed from the sentence and the sentence will still make sense.

*Must contain more than just a prepositional phrase.
